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Social Skills Groups
These classes are designed to boost your child’s confidence and level of appropriate interaction in social situations.  Within our intimate group, children feel safe to develop new skills and enhance already existing ones.  These classes will equip your child with the tools needed to function in a pro-social way within a group.  These classes will be a benefit to any child, including children in the regular classroom with no other issues or those with: anxiety , learning difficulties which affect communication, executive functioning issues, ADD/ADHD, impulse control issues, emotional issues, pervasive developmental disorders, high functioning autism, sensory integration disorder, or Asperger's disorder.
The goals of our groups are to:

· increase communication (verbal & non-verbal) and cooperative skills

· develop impulse control

· learn perspective and develop empathy

· deal with conflict

· increase language development through play and conversation
· understand social cues necessary for friend making, relationships with adults, etc.
Session I -  Introductions, Group Guidelines, Initiating Conversation, Listening to Others, Making friends, eye contact
Session II – Tone of Voice and Volume Control, Waiting Your Turn To Speak, Ending A Conversation, dealing with conflict and teasing -A
Session III – Sharing Space, Sharing Materials, Social Cues (Sprouts II+: speaking to adults, what’s cool, what’s not, facial expressions and body language)
Session IV – Reading and Expressing Emotions, Showing Empathy,  (Sprouts II: same as topics to the left plus…peer pressure, anger and aggression, impulsivity, “what if” role playing situations.), dealing with conflict and teasing -B
Break Week

Session V- Social Skills, Sandwiches and Sundaes! Children review during this session, and utilize their skill sets as they interact in natural circumstances.  Scaffolding from the facilitator will occur as needed. Families are welcome to join us after the session, for finger sandwiches and an ice cream cup dessert to celebrate completion of the sessions, and to practice some of those newly developed skills!  A certificate of completion will be awarded to the young children in their groups.  Children wanting or needing more time to practice these skills, or those interested in more exposure for friend making, will be offered registration in the next group. 
**** Sprouts II and Booster Club serve pizza, eating is an extremely social setting and naturally helps children open up  and shine their true colors earlier in the session. It is a short time providing the children an easier transition to the group’s opening. The classes for Sprouts II and Booster Clubs are 15 minutes longer. Pizza money is collected separately at the time of registration. It is not a part of class fees. Pizza costs: $3 for two slices x 5 classes= $15.
